FCRV
current dues are $25. Some of the differ-
ence is made up in non dues income
(sponsorships, Campvention, and Re-
tiree Rally).

Because of rising costs, not al of this
difference can be made up by the non-
dues revenue. After much considera
tions, the Trustees have voted to in-
crease yearly dues by $5 effective
January 1, 2009. Two and three year
discounted membership dues will also
increase to $58 & $84 respectively. The
Lifetime membership cost will increase
to $ 480 with the discount for years of
service remaining the same. (If you are
considering a lifetime membership pur-
chase, contact the FCRV Office to ob-
tain your actual discounted rate.)
