1949. Average wages were $2,950, and
a new house averaged $7,450. A gallon
of gas was 17 cents, and that went into a
new car that cost $1,420.

The Soviet Union tested it s first atomic
bomb, and the Communist Peoples Re-
public of China began under the leader-
ship of Mao Tse Tung. The Geneva Con-
vention was established, and NATO be-
gan. Newfoundland joined the Canadian
Federation.

It was the year that the first Volks-
wagen Beetle was sold in the United
States, the Porsche was presented to the
public and the De-Havilland Comet took
it stest flight as the first commercial pas-
senger jet airliner.

In 1949, the first automatic street lights
were installed in New Milford, Connecti-
cut, and 45 RPM record discs were intro-
duced. The first Polaroid camera sold for
$89.95. RCA perfected a system for
broadcasting color television.

Perry Como released the song A
Youre Adorable, and Rodgers and
Hammerstein debuted the musical South
Pacific on Broadway. The Emmy
Awards were first presented. Frank Sina-
tra and Gene Kelly starred in On The
Town, and the film Twelve O Clock
High was released. George Orwell s
book Nineteen Eighty-Four was pub-
lished.

On July 4, 1949, there were people
celebrating the holiday by camping on the
hillside at a public campsite near the
Beverkill River in New York.. A pas
serby was impressed by the fun and fel-
lowship of the people camping there, and
returned later with his newly purchased
camping supplies.

A gentleman by the name of Hank Na-
than noted the difficulties this neophyte
camper was having in getting set up, and
offered to help. After visiting, the idea
came to Hank to develop a camping club,
which he did. From that small-scale local
group grew the National Campersand
Hiker s Association, which was formally

organized in 1954. In 1993, the name
was changed to Family Campers and
RVers to reflect the changing image of
the camping lifestyle.

And now we are 60 years old. Happy
Birthday, NCHA/FCRV!

We can see how much the world has
changed since 1949. We can reflect on
how the inventions and achievements of
that year have influenced our lives today.
