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   Beginning with the October, 2009 is-
sue, the CAMPING TODAY magazine 
will be published differently.  The print 
issue that you have been getting 10 
months out of the year will be coming 
only on the odd-numbered months of the 
year (January, March, May, July, Sep-
tember, and November).  On the alter-
nate months, there will be an abbreviated 
issue available on the FCRV.org web-
site.  This change was necessitated by 
the changing economy. 
   As with the CHATTER, we know that 
there are some who do not have easy 
internet access.  This creates an opportu-
nity for FCRV members who do have 
internet access to communicate essential 
information with those who do not.  Per-
haps an agenda item on your chapter 
meetings could be “what’s new in 
FCRV.”  By discussing those things that 
are in the CAMPING TODAY (and, for 
that matter, the CHATTER), there is 
double assurance that everyone is getting 
the information that they need to remain 
aware and active! 
   What about those members who are 
independent or whose chapters meet 
only at the State or National functions?  
Let someone know (your State Director, 

State Trustees, gosh, even the Chatter 
editor) that you are interested in what is 
going on.  It is everyone’s job to keep 
informed, and we are here to help… 
   Our organization, as so many in these 
times, has suffered some shrinking mem-
bership.  It is up to those of us who know 
and love what we stand for to keep 
aware of the changing times.  Since the 
FCRV is only as strong as its members, 
we need to be bound in that strength 
through knowledge… and that knowl-
edge needs to be shared with everyone 
and anyone who believes, as we do, that 
there is fun, friendship and fellowship in 
the FCRV.   
   CAMPING TODAY and the CHAT-
TER are major ways of keeping the flow 
of information going.  So please read 
these periodicals as they become avail-
able, and discuss that information with 
other members and people who might be 
interested in becoming part of this very 
special group.

(For the 
CHATTER, click on the NEWSLET-
TERS link and follow the leads.)   

   Fall is a beautiful time of the year, 
with the cool, crisp evenings and the 
changing color of the leaves.  As with 
any season, however, one should be 
aware of the specific dangers that can be 
present among that beauty. 
   Carbon Monoxide is a particular dan-
ger, because it is colorless and odorless.  
It may not be detected until the fumes 
overcome the individual.  Leaky muf-
flers on cars may not have been identi-
fied when the car windows were open, 
but as cooler weather closes the cars up 
more, the leaking carbon monoxide may 
enter the vehicle.  Usually the back-seat 
passengers are affected first.   
   CO poisoning can also occur with im-
properly functioning home heating sys-
tems, particularly in poorly ventilated 
rooms.  Wood burning stoves need well 
ventilated rooms. Burning charcoal in-
doors is always an invitation to disaster. 
   The initial symptoms of CO poisoning 

are headache and nausea.  Later symp-
toms of more severe poisoning are 
sleepiness and vomiting.  At the first 
sign of these symptoms, get to fresh air 
immediately.  Get the victim to an emer-
gency room, by ambulance if the symp-
toms are severe.  
   Antifreeze products contain ethylene 
glycol.  Swallowing even small amounts 
can cause severe illness, larger amounts 
lead to death.  Unfortunately, antifreeze 
is marketed in attractive containers, has 
a sweet taste and a pretty color.  It is as 
dangerous for pets as it is for people.  In 
addition, windshield washing fluid con-
tains methanol, which produces blind-
ness when ingested.  Make certain the 
containers are locked in cabinets, and 
rinse empty containers thoroughly and 
recap before discarding.  If you suspect 
someone has ingested antifreeze, give 1-
2 glasses of milk or water and call the 
Poison Center immediately. 

   Fall plants and Berries, both indoor 
and outdoor, may be poisonous. It is 
wise and helpful to know the names of 
your houseplants and outdoor plants and 
bushes (get a local nursery to help you in 
identification if necessary.)  If a child or 
pet eats a berry, an outdoor mushroom 
or part of a plant, force fluids and call 
the Poison Center. 
   Pesticides are usually extremely toxic. 
They should always be stored in their 
original container with a complete label.  
They should be in a locked cabinet.  
When using, use clothing that covers 
you completely and can be washed after 
use.  Avoid wearing jewelry or leather 
clothing, as they cannot be properly de-
contaminated.  Keep children, pets, food 
and eating utensils away from areas 
where pesticides have been sprayed for a 
minimum of 24 hours.  Wrap used con-
tainers in several sheets of newspaper, 
secure tightly and place in a covered 
trash receptacle.  Follow disposal recom-
mendations on the bottles. 
   Salt that is used for traction and de-
icing on driveways, sidewalks, and 
porches can be poisonous to young chil-
dren and pets.  As with any poison, it 
should be stored out of the reach of chil-
dren. 
   Holiday times are fraught with hidden 
dangers.  With disrupted schedules, 
added supervision of children is needed 
to prevent injury and accidental poison-
ings.  Decorations that are only out for a 
short time become articles of fascina-
tion, and can be the source of injuries or 
poisonings. 
   In October, Halloween has particular 
hazards.  Some suggestions are as fol-
lows: 
�� Check treats before allowing chil-
dren to eat them. 
�� Keep treats away from pets, as they 
can be poisonous to them. 
�� Check wrappers for holes, tears, and 
other potential signs of rewrapping or 
tampering. 
�� Throw away unwrapped candy or 
fruits. 
�� Glow sticks and jewelry  contains 
liquid that may be harmful to the skin or 
dangerous if swallowed. 
�� Keep face painting materials out of 
the reach of small children. 
�� Trick or treaters should dress in light
-colored clothing, short enough to pre-
vent tripping, containing reflective tape 
for added safety and masks that do not 
obstruct vision. 
�� Avoid contact with dry ice, which 
can cause frostbite.  Do not use dry ice 
in individual glasses for drinking 
(though it can be used in a punch bowl 
for added effect.)

   Sweetest day was started in 1922 by 
Herbert Birch Kingston, a Cleveland, 
Ohio philanthropist and candy company 
employee.  His purpose was to bring 
happiness to orphans, shut-ins and the 
under-privileged.  He wanted to show 
them that they were not forgotten.  On 
this day, he would give candy and small 
gifts to those he wanted to encourage, 
and he often used movie stars to distrib-
ute the gifts.   
   Primarily a regional observance, 
Sweetest day is most commonly recog-
nized in the Great Lakes region and the 
Northeast, though as people move 
around they carry the tradition with 
them. 
   Today it is a holiday that most use to 
celebrate loved ones and friends.  Even 
if they are not related to you, the only 
requirement for recognition is that the 
person be “sweet.”  It is a day when we 
can remember also those individuals 
whose helpfulness and kindness we have 
enjoyed during the year. 
   Sweetest Day is an original American 
holiday that is not based on any single 
group’s religious sentiment or on a fam-
ily relationship.  It is simply a reminder 
that a thoughtful word, deed, or small 
gift enriches the life of the recipient as 
well as that of the person giving it. 
  Wouldn’t this year, with all the eco-
nomic and financial upheavals, be a 
good time to return to the original pur-
pose of the day, to let people know that 
they are thought of and that there is 
cheer and happiness to be found in any 
circumstance.
