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   It’s Thanksgiving time, and everyone 
knows what that means:  the beginning 
of the Christmas Shopping Season.  Un-
fortunately, it is also the beginning of 
the most dangerous time of the year to 
be in a parking lot.  For some individu-
als, they let their fingers do the shop-
ping… right out of your car!  There are 
ways to keep yourself, your loved ones 
and your possessions safe. 
   There are two main concepts guiding 
safety in this situation:  Be AWARE of 
your surroundings and AVOID situa-
tions that could be potentially danger-
ous. 
1. Always lock your doors when driv-
ing and parking, locking them immedi-
ately upon entering and  unlocking them 
only when you are ready to leave the 
vehicle. Keep your windows closed any 
time you are in a parking lot.  Keep your 
engine running until you are ready to 
leave the car, so that if you perceive a 
dangerous situation you can move 
quickly. 
2. Park close to your destination, even 
if it means waiting for a space to become 
free.  At night, park in a well-lit area, 
under a street light if possible.  Do not 
take “short cuts” between cars in return-
ing to your car, and always walk in well-
lit paths. 
3. If possible, back into parking places 
or pull through so that it is easier to 
leave quickly if necessary.  This also 
puts the driver’s door closer to the front 
of the parking space. 
4. Do not leave anything valuable in 
view of the vehicle’s windows. 
5. It goes without question that no one, 
especially children, should “wait” in the 
car in a dark parking lot. 
6. When approaching your car, have 
your key ready to open the door.  It is 
not the time to fumble to find it. Walk 
with purpose, quickly moving to and 
from the store. 
7.  Before reentering your vehicle, 
quickly glance at all the seats to assure 
that no one is hiding there.  Carry a 
flashlight with you to shine into the win-
dows before entering.   

8. Be especially careful if a large vehi-
cle with tinted or no windows is parked 
next to your car.  Ask a security guard to 
accompany you, or ask someone else to 
watch you, saying “That vehicle wasn’t 
there when I parked.  Would you watch 
to make sure I get into my car safely?” 
9. Trust your basic instincts.  If you 
sense danger around the vehicle either 
when parking or returning to your car, 
leave the area immediately.  Many stores 
and malls have security guards who 
would be able to accompany you to your 
car, especially in the dark.  If you are in 
your car, honk your horn and flash the 
lights if someone approaches you. 
10. Remember that the likeliest place to 
be involved in a fender bender may be a 
parking lot.  This may be because of 
carelessness in a very crowded area with 
poor visibility, but it could also be a 
purposeful way of trying to separate you 
from your possessions! 
11. So what if you have done what you 
can to stay safe, and you still find your-
self being confronted by someone with 
bad intentions?  Your most important 
possession is your life.  If someone de-
mands your purse or wallet, give it to 
them… but do so by throwing it as far 
away from you as you can.  As they go 
for what they want, you have a chance to 
get away.  Make as much noise as you 
can… thieves do not like attention paid 
to them as they perform their “job.”  
Even if they have left the area, lock your 
doors and honk your horn.  If nothing 
else, it may help someone else who 
might be the next victim.  Contact the 
police as soon as possible. 
   Avoiding the circumstances is the 
most logical approach to prevention.  If 
at all possible, shop in the daytime.  Try 
not to shop alone.  Make multiple trips 
with smaller loads to your vehicle, so 
that you are not loaded down with pack-
ages.  Keep your vision open and try to 
have one hand free to rapidly open your 
vehicle or to defend yourself.  If in 
doubt in any circumstance, turn around 
and go another way, particularly to a 
more populated and well lit area.

   Pity poor Sadie Hawkins.  She was the 
“homeliest gal in all them hills,” accord-
ing to Li’l Abner.  So her father, Hekze-
biah, who was afraid she would live at 
home forever, declared “Sadie Hawkins 
Day.”  On that day, all the eligible 
bachelors of Dogpatch had to start a foot 
race, started with  Hekzebiah’s shotgun 
blast.  After a “fair” start, Sadie was set 
running behind them.  Whoever she 
caught was doomed to commit matri-
mony with Sadie as his bride.  That car-
toon was first published  November 13, 
1937.   
   This comic strip by Al Capp made 
such an impression that in 1939 Life 
Magazine featured its effect on college 
campuses in a two-page spread.  In the 
early 1940s, this “event” had spread 
across the nation, and by 1952 it was 
reportedly celebrated at 40,0000 venues. 
   The practical application of Sadie 
Hawkins Day is one of role reversal:  
women and girls are the ones that invite 
the men of their choice to go out on a 
date.  
    In the South and Midwest, as well as 
in some areas of Canada, schools host 
Sadie Hawkins dances.  It is the girls 
that invite the guys of their choosing to 
attend the dance (and the guys have to 
accept!) The participants often wear 
rural attire (overalls, flannel shirts, etc.), 
and in the spirit of true role reversal, the 
women pay for all the meals, tickets, etc. 
   So on November 15, watch out, guys !
